By the time she turned thirty,
Elizabeth Gilbert had everything a modern educated,
American woman was supposed to want — a husband, a
house in the country, a successful career. But instead of
feeling happy and fulfilled, she was consumed with
panic, grief and confusion. She went through a divorce,
a crushing depression, another failed love and the
complete eradication of everything she ever thought she
was supposed to be. To recover, Gilbert took a radical
step. In order to give herself the time and space to find
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out who she really was and what she really wanted, she
got rid of her belongings, quit her job, left her loved ones
behind and undertook a year-long journey around the
world, all alone. Eat, Pray, Love is the chronicle of that
year. Gilbert’s aim was to visit three places where she
could examine one aspect of her own nature, set against
the backdrop of a culture that has traditionally done
that one thing very well. In Italy, she studied the art of
pleasure, learning to speak Italian and gaining the
twenty-three happiest pounds of her life. India was for
the art of devotion, where, with the help of a native guru
and a surprisingly wise Texan, she embarked on four
months of austere spiritual exploration. Finally, in
Indonesia, she sought her ultimate goal: balance -
namely, how to somehow build a life of equilibrium
between worldly enjoyment and divine transcendence.
Looking for these answers on the island of Bali, she
became the pupil of an elderly, ninth-generation
medicine man and also fell in love in the very best way -
unexpectedly. Eat, Pray, Love is an articulate, sensible,
moving and funny memoir of self-discovery.

Water for Elephants by Sara Gruen (Trade Paperback —
$29). As a young man, Jacob Jankowski was tossed by
fate onto a rickety train that was home to the Benzini
Brothers Most Spectacular Show on Earth. It was the
early part of the great Depression, and for Jacob, now
ninety, the circus world he remembers was both his
salvation and a living hell. A veterinary student just shy
of a degree, he was put in charge of caring for the circus
menagerie. It was there that he met Marlena, the
beautiful equestrian star married to August, the
charismatic but twisted animal trainer. And he met
Rosie, an untrainable elephant who was the great gray
hope for this third-rate traveling show. The bond that
grew among this unlikely trio was one of love and trust,
and, ultimately, it was their only hope for survival.

The Road by Cormac McCarthy (Trade Paperback —
$30). A father and his son walk alone through burned
America. Nothing moves in the ravaged landscape save
the ash on the wind. It is cold enough to crack stones,
and when the snow falls it is gray. The sky is dark.
Their destination is the coast, although they don’t know
what, if anything, awaits them there. They have nothing;
just a pistol to defend themselves against the lawless
bands that stalk the road, the clothes they are wearing,
a cart of scavenged food — and each other. The Road is
the profoundly moving story of a journey. It boldly
imagines a future in which no hope remains, but in
which the father and his son, “each the other’s world
entire,” are sustained by love. Awesome in the totality of
its vision, it is an unflinching meditation on the worst
and the best that we are capable of: ultimate
destructiveness, desperate tenacity, and the tenderness
that keeps two people alive in the face of total
devastation.

Atonement by Ian McEwan (Paperback Reissue — $24).
On the hottest day of the summer of 1935, thirteen-
year-old Briony Tallis sees her older sister Cecilia strip
off her clothes and plunge into the fountain in the
garden of their country house. Watching Cecilia is their
housekeeper’s son Robbie Turner, a childhood friend
who, along with Briony’s sister, has recently graduated
from Cambridge. By the end of that day the lives of all
three will have been changed forever. Robbie and Cecilia
will have crossed a boundary they had never before
dared to approach and will have become victims of the
younger girl’s scheming imagination. And Briony will
have committed a dreadful crime, the guilt for which will
color her entire life.
