The true horror of the novel 
builds with excruciating tension as the reader foresees 
the awfulness that lies ahead. The suspense lies in 
whether private eye Millhone will realize what is 
happening in time to intervene.

The company appeals to the 
Mississippi Supreme Court, whose nine justices will one 
day either approve the verdict or reverse it. Who are the 
nine? How will they vote? Can one be replaced before 
the case is ultimately decided? The chemical company is 
owned by Carl Trudeau who, with judicial elections 
looming, decides to try to purchase himself a seat on the 
Court. Through an intricate web of conspiracy and 
deceit, his political operatives recruit a young, 
unsuspecting candidate. They finance him, manipulate 
him, market him, and mold him into a potential 
Supreme Court justice.
