Christian has seven days to attempt an impossible 
rescue of the father he never knew. And when a woman 
assassin with ulterior motives makes a lousy ally, 
Christian is alone to face the stark reality that no one 
lives forever … and he might be the next to die.

Of course, Brent assumed she was a spoiled socialite. 
And he would never believe what she needed the money 
for … Brent intended to make the most of this. Eight 
years ago, Amira humiliated him in front of hundreds of 
wedding guests. Now he had the chance to do the same

The First Sin by Cheyenne McCray (Paperback – $24).

Just as she’s claiming an especially gratifying 
victory in a rape case, she gets the call: the body of a 
young woman has been found in an abandoned 
building. The brutality of the murder is disturbing 
enough, but when a second body is found in Brooklyn, 
beaten and disposed of in the exact same manner, the 
city’s top brass want the killer found fast. Relying on 
razor sharp instincts, a whip-smart partner, and one big 
break Alex races to find the killer and keep him from 
killing again, even if it’s at her own peril. 
A Place of Execution by Val McDermid (Paperback – 
$22). In December, 1963, 13-year-old Alison Carter 
vanishes from her small English village. Newly promoted 
inspector George Bennett believes she’s been murdered, 
and learns a shocking truth from a gruesome discovery 
in a cave. Decades later, he shares his story with 
journalist Catherine Heathcote, but pulls the plug on 
their planned book without explanation. Catherine sets 
out to uncover what really happened to Alison. 
The Distant Echo by Val McDermid (Paperback – $22). 
In 1978, young students Alex Gibney and his three best 
friends stumble upon the body of a young woman who 
has been raped and murdered. When the case is 
reopened 25 years later, two of the four former students 
die suspiciously, and Alex must find the real killer 
before he becomes the next victim. 
Silent in the Sanctuary by Deanna Raybourn 
(Paperback Release – $22). Lady Julia Grey Series. Lady 
Julia returns to celebrate the holidays only to find her 
father’s home crowded with family, friends, and 
Nicholas Brisbane, the one man she had hoped to 
forget. The celebrations take a ghastly turn after a guest 
is found brutally murdered, and one of Lady Julia’s 
cousins confesses to the crime. 
Tea Time for the Traditionally Built by Alexander 
McCall Smith (Hardcover – $36). No. 1 Ladies Detective 
Agency Series. Mma Ramotswe’s van has developed a 
disturbing noise. Of course, Mr. J.L.B. Matekoni – her 
husband and a talented mechanic – is the man to turn 
to for help. But Precious suspects he might condemn 
the van and replace it. As usual, her suspicions are 
well-founded: he sells the van and saddles his wife with 
a characterless vehicle … a situation that must be 
remedied. So she sets out to find the van, unaware that 
it has already been stolen from the man who bought it, 
making recovery a complicated process. Meantime, all is 
not going smoothly for Mma Makutsi in her engagement 
to Mr Phuti Radiphuti (to make matters worse, Violet 
Sephotho, who could not have gotten more than fifty 
percent on her typing final at the Secretarial School, is 
involved). Finally, the proprietor of a local football team 
has enlisted the No. 1 Ladies’ Detective Agency to help 
explain its dreadful losing streak: surely someone is 
fixing the games, it can’t just be a case of unskilled 
players. As we know, there are few mysteries that can’t 
be solved when Precious Ramotswe puts her mind to it. 
The Miracle at Speedy Motors by Alexander McCall 
Smith (Trade Paperback – $28). No. 1 Ladies Detective 
Agency Series. Mma Ramotswe finds herself assisting a 
woman looking for her family. The problem is the 
woman doesn’t know her real name or whether any of 
her family members are still alive. Meanwhile, Mma 
Makutsi is the recipient of a beautiful new bed that 
causes more than a few sleepless nights. And, at 
Tlokweng Road Speedy Motors, Mr. J.L.B. Matekoni has 
come under the influence of a doctor promising a 
miracle cure for his daughter’s medical condition, which 
Mma Ramotswe finds hard to accept.

The entire Neteru Guardian 
team is on the run, having been labeled as America’s 
most-wanted terrorists following the gruesome demon 
battle that felled the Washington Monument and 
crashed the front doors of the White House. Plagues 
from hell that ravage the country are cited as stemming 
from bio-terrorism. The nation is under martial law. The 
Neterus and their team are underground. If things 
weren’t bad enough the Dark Realm breaks the sixth 
Biblical seal, which plunges the world into darkness … 
and irrevocably into the Armageddon. 
Into the Mist by Maya Banks (Trade Paperback – $33). 
Falcon Mercenary Series. Hostage recovery specialist Eli 
Chance has a secret. He was born a shifter. A freak of 
nature. While on a mission, Eli’s men and their 
mercenary guide are exposed to a powerful chemical 
agent, and suddenly his secret has become easier to 
hide. Now he’s not the only one with the gift. But for his 
men, this gift is becoming more and more of a curse. 
Tyana Berezovsky’s brother Damiano was the guide for 
Eli’s team and was the worst affected by the chemical. 
As he grows increasingly unstable, Tyana fears she’s 
going to lose him to the beast he is becoming. Tyana will 
do whatever it takes to help him, even if it means using 
her body to go after the one man she thinks holds all 
the blame, and possibly the cure, Eli Chance.

As a shape-shifter with 
some unusual talents, Mercy’s found herself 
maintaining a tenuous harmony between the human 
and the not-so-human on more than one occasion. This 
time she may get more than she bargained for. 
The Accidental Human by Dakota Cassidy (Trade 
Paperback – $34). Accidental Friends Series. Wanda 
Schwartz is raking in the dough selling Bobbie-Sue 
Cosmetics – and she’s a pro at recruiting new 
saleswomen. So, she’s shocked when a man comes to 
one of her in-home parties – a very hot man – Heath 
Jefferson. When Wanda is diagnosed with a terminal

illness, it doesn’t have to be a death sentence. With a 
werewolf and a vampire for best friends, she has options 
that most ordinary people wouldn’t. As Wanda ponders 
what to do about her mortality, Heath reveals he has 
secrets, and one of them is that his former bloodlust has 
turned into old-fashioned lust – for Wanda.

Rachel Morgan, kick-ass 
witch and bounty hunter, has taken her fair share of 
hits, and has broken lines she swore she would never 
cross. But when her lover was murdered, it left a deeper 
wound than Rachel ever imagined, and now she won’t 
rest until his death is solved … and avenged.

(Paperback Reissue – $24). Shopaholic Series. Becky 
Bloomwood has a fabulous flat in London’s trendiest 
neighbourhood, a troupe of glamorous friends, and a 
closet brimming with the season’s must-haves. The only 
trouble is that she can’t actually afford it. Her job 
writing at “Successful Savings” not only bores her to 
tears, it doesn’t pay much. And lately Becky’s been 
chased by dismal letters from the bank – letters with 
large red sums – and they’re getting harder to ignore. 
She tries cutting back. But none of her efforts succeeds. 
Becky’s only consolation is to buy herself something … 
just a little something … Finally a story arises that 
Becky actually cares about, and her front-page article 
catalyzes a chain of events that will transform her life – 
and the lives of those around her – forever. 
Landings by Jenny Pattrick (Paperback – $28). NZ 
Author. The Whanganui River at the turn of the 
twentieth century is a busy thoroughfare. The people 
who have made it their home are a diverse collection, 
from Samuel Blencoe, trying to forget his past life as a 
convict, to the hoteliers at Pipiriki, the nuns at 
Jerusalem, the Maori families, the Chinese market 
gardener and the farmers, like Danny and Stella, trying 
to tame the wild bush. There’s also Bridie, the strange, 
silent girl, who haunts the banks of the river where the 
accident occurred that robbed her of her mind. Like the 
tributaries that trickle down the mountains and join the 
mighty river, so the lives of these people come together 
in this vivid and moving tale of a unique place. 
The Reader by Bernhard Schlink (Paperback Reissue – 
$24). Hailed for its eroticism and morality, this novel is 
a story of love and secrets, horror and compassion, set 
against the landscape of postwar Germany. When he 
falls ill on his way home from school, fifteen-year-old 
Michael Berg is rescued by Hanna, a woman twice his 
age. In time she becomes his lover – then she 
disappears. When Michael next sees her, he is a young 
law student, and she is on trial for a hideous crime. As 
he watches her refuse to defend her innocence, Michael 
gradually realizes that Hanna may be guarding a secret 
she considers more shameful than murder. 
Revolutionary Road by Richard Yates (Paperback 
Reissue – $24). In the hopeful 1950s, Frank and April 
Wheeler appear to be a model couple: bright, beautiful, 
talented, with two young children and a home in the 
suburbs. Perhaps they married too young and started a 
family too early. Maybe Frank’s job “is “dull. And April 
never saw herself as a housewife. Yet they have always 
lived on the assumption that greatness is just around 
the corner. But now that certainty is about to crumble, 
and Frank and April mortgage their spiritual birthright, 
betraying not only each other, but their best selves.
