Contemporary Romance & Romantic Suspense
Night Shadow by Cherry Adair (Paperback Release —
$24). T-FLAC Series. Aside from working for T-FLAC (and
having the same last name), Lexi Stone and Alex Stone
are opposites, right down to Lexi’s mortality and Alex’s
paranormal powers. Lexi disdains Alex’s rule-breaking
bravado, but she can’t ignore how his charm makes her
heart race. However Lexi’s secret desires clash with her
duties when suspicions arise that Alex is poised to
switch sides and join forces with a European terrorist
cell. Lexi is assigned to shadow his moves, but her task
becomes tougher when Lexi and Alex find themselves
partnered on an emergency mission in Russia. To stop
the rise of a superhuman terrorist threat, Lexi and Alex
must work as a team, with lethal shadows looming
behind them and no one to trust but each other.

Stand In Groom by Suzanne Brockmann (Paperback
Reissue — $24). Like a knight in a fairy tale, he appeared
from out of nowhere and rescued her.

It’s a trip the younger McQueen would
rather not make given the bitter winter weather — and
the icy conditions that have always existed between him
and Lolly. But there’s no talking back when your dad is
the town’s top cop. And there’s no turning back when
Gabriel spots strangers in Lolly’s home — one of them
packing a weapon. Gabriel kicks into combat mode - his
stealth training is all he needs to extract Lolly from the
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house without alerting her captors. But when the
escape is discovered, the heat — and the hunt — are on.
And the winter woods are nowhere to be once the ice
storm touches down, dropping trees, blocking roads,
and trapping the fleeing pair in the freezing dark.

Artic Drift by Clive Cussler (Paperback Release — $27).
Dirk Pitt Series. A potential breakthrough discovery to
reverse global warming ... a series of unexplained
sudden deaths in British Columbia ... a rash of
international incidents between the United States and
one of its closest allies that threatens to erupt into a war
... NUMA director Dirk Pitt and his children, Dirk. Jr.
and Summer, have reason to believe there’s a
connection here somewhere, but they also know they
have little time to find it before events escalate out of
control. Their only real clue might just be a mysterious
silvery mineral traced to a long-ago expedition in search
of the fabled Northwest Passage. But no one survived
from that doomed mission, captain and crew perished to
a man - and if Pitt and his colleague Al Giordino aren’t
careful, the very same fate may await them.

Commander Dalgliesh
and his team are called in to investigate a case
complicated by old crimes and the dark secrets of the
past. But before Rhoda’s murder is solved, a second
horrific death adds to the complexities of one of
Dalgliesh’s most perplexing and fascinating cases.

Kindred in Death by J.D. Robb (Hardcover — $45). In
Death Series. When the captain of the NYPSD and his
wife return a day early from their vacation, they were
looking forward to spending time with their sixteen-
year-old daughter who had stayed behind. Not even
their worst nightmares could have prepared them for
the crime scene that awaited them instead. Brutally
murdered in her bedroom, Deena’s body showed signs of
trauma that horrified even the toughest of cops;
including Lieutenant Eve Dallas, who was specifically
requested by the captain to investigate. When the
evidence starts to pile up, Dallas and her team think
they are about to arrest their perpetrator; little do they
know that someone has gone to great lengths to taunt
them by using a variety of identities. But for Dallas, one
mistake might be all she needs to bring justice.
