Now she’s traded sweating over her 
thesis for learning to fit in at a Hyde Park mansion full 
of vamps loyal to Ethan “Lord o’ the Manor” Sullivan. Of 
course, as a tall, green-eyed, four-hundred-year-old 
vampire, he has centuries’ worth of charm, but 
unfortunately he expects her gratitude and servitude. 
But an inconvenient sunlight allergy and Ethan’s 
attitude are the least of her concerns. Someone’s still 
out to get her. Her initiation into Chicago’s nightlife may 
be the first skirmish in a war and there will be blood. 
Friday Night Bites by Chloe Neill (Trade Paperback – 
$32). Chicagoland Vampire Series. Ten months after 
vampires revealed their existence to the mortals of 
Chicago, they’re enjoying a celebrity status usually 
reserved for the Hollywood elite.

She 
has a thirst for justice, and a yearning for a love to fill 
the void inside her. Sarel has been searching for Elijah. 
She is here now, prowling his grounds, waiting to get 
into his house … Sarel has come to kill him.
